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Pope Francis has recognized the martyrdom of Sr. Agustina Rivas Lopez, a member
of the Congregation of Our Lady of Charity of the Good Shepherd, who was killed by
guerrillas in Peru in 1990.

In a meeting May 22 with Cardinal Marcello Semeraro, prefect of the Congregation
for Saints' Causes, the pope advanced the sainthood causes of the Peruvian nun, as
well as those of two other women and four men.

According to her congregation's website, Agustina, who was affectionately known as
"Aguchita" by the indigenous people of La Florida, was the first religious woman
murdered by the Shining Path, a militant wing of Peru's Communist Party that
adhered to Maoist principles.

She was publicly executed in September 1990 along with six local villagers.

In a statement released May 22, the members of her religious congregation
expressed their joy at the announcement and said they were awaiting the pope's
approval of the date and place of Agustina's beatification ceremony.

"Pope Francis' promulgation of the beatification of our beloved sister Aguchita is
without a doubt an extraordinary grace for all of us and for all the people of God,"
the congregation said.

The other decrees approved by Pope Francis recognized the heroic virtues of:

— Italian Fr. Felice Canelli, a diocesan priest who was born in 1880 and died in 1977.

— Polish Passionist Fr. Bernard Kryszkiewicz, who was born in 1915 and died in
1945.
